Halal (H1984 77n ) - celebrating, boasting,
shining, or acting foolishly in worship
Every “praise” In Psalm 150

Psalm 150:1 "Halal the Lord. Halal God in his
sanctuary; halal him in his mighty heavens."



PRAISE IS AN ACTION

Tehillah (H8416 n'7nN) - Adoration, thanks,

or a hymn of praise from you to God. Psalms
in Hebrew is titled, "Tehillim."

Psalm 22:3 “You are holy, enthroned on the
Tehillah of Israel”



PRAISE IS AN ACTION

Shabach (H7623 n1w) - To praise the lord
with a shout and a loud voice.

Psalm 63:3 "Because your love Is better than
life, my lips will shabach you."



PRAISE IS AN ACTION

Yadah (H3034 nT') - To praise the Lord with
an extended hand.

Psalm 138:2 "I will bow down toward your holy
temple and will yadah your name for your
unfailing love and your faithfulness.”



PRAISE IS AN ACTION

Towda (H8426 nTin) - Thanksgiving,
confession, sacrifice of praise. Often offered
in faith to thank God in advance, like Jonah.
Psalm 50:23 "Those who offer Towda honor

me, and to the blameless I will show my
salvation.”



PRAISE IS AN ACTION

Zamar (H2167 1n1) - To praise the Lord with

the playing of an instrument or singing.
Psalm 108:1 “O God, my heart is fixed; I will
sing and give Zamar. "
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The Lord Jesus, on the night he was betrayed, took
bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it and
sald, “This i1s my body, which is for you; do this In
remembrance of me.”

In the same way, after supper he took the cup, saying,
“This cup I1s the new covenant in my blood; do this,
whenever you drink it, in remembrance of me.”
